1. HISTORY OF FEDERAL INVESTIGATION 

AGENCY (FIA)  
 

In the year 1942, British Government established a federally controlled Anti-Corruption 

Department in India with the name of Special Police Establishment to fight against the menace of 

corruption which was rampant in supplies and procurements. After independence, this department 

was renamed as Pakistan Special Police Establishment (PSPE).  

In the year 1975, in the light of the report of Mr. G. Ahmad committee on “Police Reforms”, 

PSPE was replaced with Federal Investigation Agency (FIA) by promulgating the FIA Act, 1974 

(Act-VIII of 1975). Besides the role of an anti-corruption agency, FIA was assigned a number of 

other assignments including immigration control of the country at all the notified international entry 

/ exit check points. 

FIA has now gained the role of a prime national investigation agency which is fighting 

against organized crimes in Pakistan. FIA is investigating the cases related to bribery / Corruption, 

Cybercrimes, Economic crimes, Trafficking in Person, Human Smuggling, Money Laundering, 

Violation of Intellectual Property rights, Spurious Drugs, Counterfeit Currency, Electricity / Gas / 

Oil theft, Illegal organs transplant, Hawala and Terrorism etc.  

FIA is headed by a BS 21/22 officer of Police Service of Pakistan. Its headquarter is 

situated in sector G-9/4 at Islamabad. Eight Additional Director Generals (BS-21) assist DG FIA 

in supervising the working of the agency at headquarters whereas three ADGs i.e. ADG North, 

ADG South and ADG CCW conduct the overall supervision of the field operations through seven 

Zonal Directors and one Operation Director of CCW.  

FIA is operating its offices in 29 cities and has 99 notified police stations and 75 Circles. 

These offices are located in Islamabad, all provincial headquarters, prominent big cities and at all 

international border routes and airports. FIA is also maintaining its liaison offices abroad in Oman, 

Iran, Italy, Turkey and Greece.

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3. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Federal Investigation Agency (FIA) is Pakistan’s Prime investigation agency tasked with 

combating corruption, cybercrime, economic crime, human trafficking, human smuggling, money 

laundering, intellectual property rights violations, spurious drugs, terrorism, counterfeit currency, 

and theft of electricity, gas & oil. FIA also holds immigration control of the country.  

During the year 2023, FIA 37472 enquiries registered 7824 cases and arrested 16747 accused 

persons. During the Year 2023, 6249 Challans of cases were submitted before the trial courts. 

Due to successful prosecution, it succeeded in obtaining convictions in 2423 cases. FIA recovered 

and deposited an amount of PKR. 15647.384 Million in the national exchequer during the year.  

Performance of its different wings during the year remained as under: - 

Anti-Corruption Wing registered 2345 Enquiries and 543 Cases. Anti-Corruption Wing arrested 

711 accused persons and submitted Challans of 474 cases before the trial courts. During this 

period, Trial Courts convicted the accused persons in 75 cases. Anti-Corruption Wing recovered 

and deposited an amount of PKR. 7229.240 Million during the year 2023. 

Economic Crime Wing also manifested good performance during the year, 2023. Economic Crime 

Wing registered 2099 Enquiries and 1090 cases. 2697 accused persons were arrested and 

Challans of 781 cases were submitted before the Trial Courts. Trial Courts awarded convictions 

to the accused persons in 502 cases. An amount of PKR 8007.355 Million was recovered / seized 

as case property. FIA also established a specialized AML-CFT Directorate to effectively monitor 

Anti Money Laundering operations in the country. The Economic Crime Wing of FIA played a vital 

role in getting Pakistan removed from the grey list of FATF. 

During the Year 2023, Anti-Money Laundering (AML) Directorates registered 595 Enquiries and 

76 Cases. 23 accused persons were arrested and Challans of 57 cases were submitted before 

the Trial Courts. During this period, Trial Courts awarded convictions to the accused person in 04 

Cases. An amount of PKR. 29.4 Million was recovered from offenders.  

Immigration Wing, in its drive against human smuggling and trafficking performed outstandingly 

during the year. Immigration Wing registered 13949 Enquiries and 4741 Cases. Immigration Wing 

arrested 13316 accused persons and submitted Challans of 4055 cases before the Trial Courts. 

During this period, Trial Courts awarded punishments to the accused persons after convictions in 

1750 cases. An amount of PKR 381.389 Million recovered during the year 2023. 

As far as immigration related work is concerned, during the year 2023, FIA immigration 

successfully processed 19.64 Million passengers at International arrival and departure check 

posts. Out of 9.29 Million Travelers, 7.13 Million Pakistanis and 2.16 Million foreigners, arrived 

during the year. Whereas out of 10.34 Million travelers, 8.12 Million Pakistani nationals and 2.22 

Million foreigners, departed from Pakistan. Integrated Border Management System of FIA 

successfully detected 2935 stop-list match cases during the year. 
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In drive against human smugglers / traffickers, FIA conducted special operations in the country 

and arrested 1602 human smugglers / traffickers and arrested 25 of Most Wanted Human 

Smugglers/Traffickers.  

The Cyber Crime Wing showed proficient performance during the year 2023. Cyber Crime Wing 

registered 18484 Enquiries and 1374 Cases. Cyber Crime Wing submitted Challans of 882 cases 

before the trial courts. During this period, trail courts convicted the accused persons in 92 cases.  

In order to build the capacity of its workforce, FIA Academy arranged a variety of national / 

International professional courses / trainings. During the year, 179 trainings were conducted and 

1305 officers / officials were trained. A number of workshops and training programs were also 

organized in collaboration with the national and international partners including UNODC, ICMPD, 

ICITAP, IOM and UNTOC etc.

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5.2. IMMIGRATION WING 
Immigration Wing is headed by an Additional Director General (BS-21) who assists the Director 

General in the formulation of policy and monitoring related to Immigration and Anti Human 

Trafficking and Smuggling. Immigration wing has three Directorates namely, Immigration, Anti 

Human Smuggling and Integrated Border Management System (IBMS). There are 22 Anti Human 

Trafficking Circles of FIA throughout Pakistan.  

 

5.2.1. Immigration Directorate 
Immigration Directorate oversees / regulates the flow of international passengers, ensures 

prevention of human smuggling, enforces ECL and BL entries, deals with issuance of tourist / 

business visas on arrival at its 25 international entry / exit points (13 Airports, 07 Land Routes, 05 

Seaports and 02 Railway Stations).

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5.2.2. Anti-Human Smuggling Directorate  
Anti-Human Smuggling Directorate deals with matters pertaining to prevention, investigation and 

prosecution of crimes related to human smuggling and human trafficking to and from Pakistan. It 

also identifies the victims of Human Trafficking and send them to shelter homes. AHS directorate 

maintains database of Human Smugglers / Traffickers, compile Red Book of High Profile, Most 

Wanted Human Smugglers / Traffickers and maintain liaison with NGOs, provincial police and 

international agencies / partners engaged in Anti Human Trafficking activities in Pakistan. 

Moreover, the Directorate through its International offices in Oman, Iran and Greece successfully 

encountered the human smuggling / trafficking issues. It organizes the meetings of the Inter 

Agency Task Force (IATF) constituted by the Government of Pakistan to fight against the menace 

of Human Smuggling / Trafficking in the remote border areas. It also compiles the annual 

Trafficking in Person Report of Pakistan.

5.2.3. Integrated Border Management System (IBMS) 
 

Integrated Border Management System (IBMS) is being developed as a complete Border 

Management System. The connectivity of all Entry / Exit Points, Passports, Visa Issuance and 

Verification, Foreigner’s registration and last but not the least the complete record of traveler’s 

data will ensure a high ended indigenously developed system, giving a complete, updated 

authenticated record of all travelers. IBMS system had completely replaced US funded PISCES 

Project in year 2014. IBMS is functional at 35 offices including 29 Entry / Exit Points of Pakistan 

and FIA Headquarter, Islamabad. IBMS Directorate’s is maintaining this data which has touched 

the figure of 19,642,339 travelers. 

IBMS is providing support to its different stakeholders (i.e All LEAs, IAS and various day to day 

tasks assigned by Federal Ministries, Apex Courts etc.) 

IBMS have achieved milestones during the quarter from 1st of January, 2023 to 31st December, 

2023.  
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5.2.3.1. Performance and Achievements of IBMS 
 

 A total of 19,642,339 travelers were recorded in IBMS system.  

 Total 9,296,463 travelers arrived in Pakistan in which 7,132,136 are Pakistani Nationals 
and 2,164,327 are Foreigners.  

 Total 10,345,876 travelers departed from Pakistan in which 8,121,493 are Pakistani 
Nationals and 2,224,383 are Foreigners. 

 2,935 cases have been intercepted at different IBMS sites on the basis of Stop-list. 

 IBMS System has entertained 43,107 queries received from government departments, 
LEAs and Intelligence Agencies regarding provision of traveler’s record. 

 Placement of persons on identification list / Interpol / ECL / Black List (Visa & Passport) 
and its subsequent updation is the sole discretion of the Ministry of Interior and Directorate 
General of Immigration & Passports. In this regard, 144,848 entries of such cases have 
been updated in IBMS. 

 12,862 C-Form issued to foreigner travelers from different check posts have been entered 

in IBMS. 

 IBMS is also sharing data with Pakistan Online Visa System (MOI / NADRA), Currency 
Declaration System (Pakistan Customs), Device Identification Registration Blocking 
System (PTA / FBR), Bureau of Emigration & Overseas Employment, Newly Federal 
Government FNS Dash Board, E-Passport, Punjab Police, FWO, FIA Case Management 
System, Financial Management Unit and Flight Manifest Comparison Report (FMCR), 
through Application Programming Interface (API). 

 Flight Manifest Comparison Report (FCMR) identified the passengers who skipped the 
IBMS Immigration data feeding process and passed the stop-list (ECL, BL, Interpol, PNIL) 
comparison step. In this quarter total of 3,431 passengers skipped through Immigration 
process and IBMS. Out of this, 3,382 were brought back and processed in the IBMS to 
maintain data integrity and stop-list sanctity. IBMS staff is trying their best to minimize the 
skipped passenger value to zero level. 

 Total record of IBMS deportees 44,633 & Offloadees 37,547 enables the immigration wing 
to restrain the illegal immigrants from Pakistan and arrest and prosecute members of the 
organized Criminal Groups in Human Smuggling. This activity will also improve the ranking 
of Green Passport in the community of world passports. 

 IBMS reporting is also extended to Anti-Human Trafficking Circles (AHTC) of FIA which 
includes Islamabad, Rawalpindi, Gujranwala, Gujrat, Lahore, Karachi, Peshawar, Quetta, 
Faisalabad and Multan offices. This also provides real time data verification to curb down 
illegal Human Smuggling / Trafficking activities. 

Pakistan Tourism Development Corporation (PTDC) is also ripening the fruits from the IBMS data 

bank to improve tourism sector in Pakistan.   
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5.3. ANTI-CORRUPTION WING (ACW) 
Anti-Corruption Wing (ACW) is headed by an Additional Director General (BS-21) who assists the 

Director General FIA in the matters dealt by the field directorates related to anti-corruption. ADG 

ACW is assisted by a Director and three Deputy Directors in the Wing. ACW also deals with the 

Audit Paras under scrutiny in Public Accounts Committees and development of the Case 

Management System of FIA.   

As far as Anti-corruption operations are concerned, there are 19 Anti-corruption Circles of FIA in 

Pakistan which are working under the administrative control of the Zonal Directors. Anti-

Corruption Circles conduct operations against the Federal Government Employees engaged in 

receipt of illegal gratification, misappropriation, breach of trust and misuse of authority. These 

circles recover the looted amount and save the national exchequer from wrongful losses. In 

addition, thereto, these circles also take action against the persons involved in the preparation / 

sale of spurious drugs, counterfeit currency and take cognizance of the offenses related to theft 

of electricity / gas / oil and the violation of Human Organ Transplant Act. 

Anti-corruption Wing conducts analysis and prepare quarterly, annual reports of the Agency. It 

also conducts annual inspection of all the Field Circles of FIA and submits its recommendation to 

improve the performance of the field units

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5.4. ANTI-MONEY LAUDERING / CFT DIRECTORATE  
Economic Crime Wing (ECW) is headed by an Additional Director General BS-21 who is assisted 

by a Director and Deputy Directors. It augments the efforts of FIA Zonal Directorates against the 

money laundering by providing policy frame work. It issues guidelines for the EOs / IOs, makes 

arrangements for capacity building, identifies lacunas in investigational work and removes barriers 

at implementation level. ECW also coordinates with FMU in connection with the STRs and related 

AML initiatives / proceedings. For this purpose, Anti-Money Laundering (AML) CFT Directorates 

was established as per standing order No. 03/2022. It oversees the achievement of the targets 

set for the Agency by FATF for its periodical assessments. It also watches the operations of the 

Agency against the flight of capital from Pakistan.

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5.4.2. Anti-Money Laundering WING (AML) 
Anti-Money Laundering (AML) / Countering Financing of Terrorism (CFT) Directorates is 

established at Standing Order No. 03/2022. In-line with Pakistan’s AML/CFT Regime, AML/CFT 

Directorate of FIA is established at FIA Headquarters with eight Circles / Police Stations across 

Pakistan for investigation and prosecution of ML Cases and elven Circles / Police Stations for TF 

cases under AMLA 2010 AND ATA 1997 respectively. 
 

Pakistan AML / CFT Regime is comprised of two aspects: 

 Consistent and sustained measures against Money Laundering. 

 Consistent and sustained measures against Terrorism and Terrorist Financing. 

Functions: - 

 ECW Wing of FIA now stands merged with AML/CFT Directorates. Within the AML/CFT 

Directorates, AML Wing deal with Cases of Money Laundering and illegal MVTS and also 

continue to deal with cases mandated to ECW whereas, CFT/CTW Wing will deal with 

Cases of Terrorist Financing under the respective laws.

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5.5. COUNTERING FINANCING OF TERRORISM (CFT/CTW) 
 

Special Investigation Group (SIG) was established in 2003 and renamed ‘’Counter Terrorism 

Wing’’ (CTW) in 2010. It has eleven (11) notified Police Station out of which five (05) Police 

Stations are operational to register cases pertaining to the Anti-Terrorist Act (ATA) 1997, 

Prevention of Electronic Crime Act (PECA) 2016, Anti-Money Laundering Act (AMLA) 2010, 

Official Secret Act 1923 and schedule offences of FIA Act 1974.CFT/CTW is responsible to 

supervise and monitor all cases of terrorism and terrorist financing in various circles / Police 

stations of CTW across Pakistan. 

Functions of CTW: 

CTW deals with: - 

 Transnational Crimes. 

 High Profile Cases assigned by the Federal Government. 

 Suspicious Transaction Report (STRs) based on money laundering and terrorist financing. 

 Working on FATF issues as a part of AML-CFT Directorate. 

 Propagation of Hate material, Anti-State material, Violent Extremism Activities, and Racial 

Hatred through Cyberspace. 

 Terrorism and Terrorist Financing (TF). 

 Cyber Terrorism. 

 Coordination with National and International Stakeholders on matters of Terrorism & 

Terrorism Financing. 

 Espionage Operations. 

 Blasphemy. 

 Management of National Criminal Database (NCDB) concerning terrorist incidents, Most 

Wanted Terrorists (MWTs) and their Associates, etc. 

 Research and Analysis in view of latest means, methods of Terrorism & Terrorism 

Financing. 
 

5.5.1. Performance and Achievements of CTW 

5.5.1.1. Achievements of High Profile Cases: 

1) Case FIR No. 02/2023 U/S 10,12 PECA 2016, 23 FERA 1947, ¾ AMLA 2010, 201,109 

PPC was registered regarding the illegal Foreign Currency Exchange business wherein 

recovery 63.3 Million through crackdown was made. Crypto Currency worth of USD 9936 

was seized / recovered which was used / accumulated through Hundi / Hawala business. 

Two vehicles (Cars) as the proceeds of crime have been seized in instant case. 

2) Case FIR 03/2023 u/s 7 10 13 PECA 2016, 06 passport Act 1974, 3 4 5 TIP 2018, 3 4 6 7 

Prevention of Smuggling of Migrant Act 2018 R/W 109 170 419 468 471 PPC was 

registered. The matter was reported to CTW from Korean Authorities and a crackdown 

against involved were initiated, subsequently leading to highlighting a huge scam of 

human traffickers was established.  
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3) Case FIR 06/2023 u/s 05, 09 Official Secret Act 1923 r/w 34 PPC is a high profile matter 

dealt in CTW, wherein investigation of high profile matter pertaining to National Security 

of Pakistan was conducted. The worthy Director General FIA awarded appreciation letters 

to the members of JIT who successfully investigated & prosecuted the individuals involved. 

4) Case FIR 07/2023 u/s 7,8 PECA 2016 r/w 06 passport Act 1974.17 18 22 Immigration 

Ord. 1979,5(2) PCA 1947,419 420 471 109 PPC, 23 FERA 1947 was registered. 13 

accu8sed persons including IMPASS officials, human traffickers/smugglers, and persons 

involved in tempering/forging of travel documents in respect of intending immigrants have 

been arrested during raids conducted by PS CTW team from Gujranwala, Lahore, 

Peshawar and Bannu (KP) in instant case. 95 Tempered Passport booklets, 12 officials 

Pakistani Booklets, Foreign Passports (India, UK, Malaysia and other countries) have 

been recovered from travel/tour operators working with well-organized human traffickers 

identified in the case. Lamination Machines, scanners, printers, laminations rolls which 

were used for the preparation of forged/tempered travel documents have been seized. 

135 bank accounts seized having turnover of Rs.5290 Million as proceeds of crime. Rs. 

1603M have been seized. 07 benami accounts have also been identified. 

5) The Director General FIA awarded appreciation letters to the officers of CTW in recognition 

to respond the request received from Chinese authorities under Police to Police 

cooperation and facilitated the deportation of the Chinese most wanted terrorist to China. 

6) On 13th December 2023, meeting with the Spanish Investigation Team was held in CTW, 

where a comprehensive brief was provided on the Enquiry 36/2023 of PS CTW Peshawar, 

initiated on the intelligence lead of Guardia Civil-JIGC Spain. 

5.5.1.2. Initiatives taken during the year 2023: 

1) On 12th September, 2023, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed between 

FIA and AFP which depicts the importance that both agencies place on developing Police 

Cooperation and sharing information for Combating transnational Crimes. 

2) Ministry of Interior has established a joint Task Force to address the issue of unauthorized 

data access pilferage within the national database grid. This task force is tasked with 

identifying both internal and external linkages of the networks involved and ensuring the 

integrity of the national database. CTW has taken a lead role within the ‘’Law Enforcement 

Agencies’’ sub-committee of this Joint Task Force to safeguard the integrity of national 

database as well as thrash out the alleged person involved in the National data leakage. 

3) FIA has been designated as the lead agency on the matters related to go Travel in line 

with the capacity, legal mandate and effective utilization of data. UN Counter Terrorism 

Travel Program aims to provide technical support and expertise in the deployment, 

installation, enhancement and maintenance support of go Travel. FIA as a legal agency 

will coordinate with other department / agencies at border control. 

4) The National Crime Database (NCDB) has been developed with enhanced data features 

including dashboard, Graphs of terrorist incidents, terrorist groups, and person involved, 

explosive, customize report of Red Book- Most Wanted Terrorist, Statistical Report for 

incidents and person involved. CTW intends integrate this database with other “Law 

Enforcement Agencies”. 

5) Red Book 2023 and 4th Schedule Data maintained by CTW has been updated. 
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5.5.1.3. Administrative measures taken for the Capacity Building: 
In order to improve the performance of CTW employees several courses / trainings have been 

carried out in the year 2023 with collaboration of Australian Federal Police (AFP), British High 

Commission, United States Department of Justice and Criminal Division (USDOJ / ICITAP) and 

other training institute on the topics of Money Laundering, Terrorism Financing, Counter 

Terrorism, Open source Intelligence (OSNIT), Mutual Legal Assistance and Investigative, 

Interviewing and witness management techniques. 

 

The global outlook is increasingly valuable in our interconnected world therefore, some of CTW 

employees were sent for foreign trainings to have global exposure and experience.

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5.6. CYBER CRIME WING (CCW) 
 

Cyber Crime Wing, formerly known as National Response Centre for Cyber Crime (NR3C), deals 

with all the complaints falling under the preview of the Prevention of the Electric Crimes Act, 2016 

of cyber-crimes. It has specialized units which investigate complaints received from individuals, 

corporate sector and government departments relating to cyber-crimes. It also safeguards cyber 

space against any misuse or abuse by the miscreants. 

 

 Cyber Crime wing is headed by an Additional Director General who is assisted by a Director 

Admin at HQrs Islamabad and Director Operations who oversees all the field operations of CCW 

through his Additional Directors and Deputy Directors. CCW has established 15 field circles to 

fight against the crime. 

 

Cyber Crime Wing has taken many initiatives to educate the nation about seriousness of Cyber-

crimes. It issues advisory Notes and alert messages against cyber threats through social media. 

Cyber Rescue 1991 is also providing 24/7 services to help the victims of Cyber Crime. CCW also 

conducts Cyber Patrolling and investigate the cases of crypto Currency.
